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Sri Raja Bankatlal Badruka, a great humanist, philanthropist and successful businessman
with distinctive foresight and acumen, was born in Mithadi Satain village, Marwad State
(Rajasthan), which was inhabited by a majority of wealthy business communities. They
migrated to different parts of India like Assam, Bengal, Hyderabad, Madras and Marathwada
to spread their business. Seth Motiram Badruka (Great-Grandfather of Seth Bankatlal
Badruka), came to Hyderabad Deccan, 200 years ago to establish and expand business along
with his two sons, Seth Ramdayal Badruka and Seth Ghasiram Badruka. Seth Ramdayal
Badruka passed away at an early age and the responsibility of business was taken by Seth
Ghasiram Badruka (the grandfather of Seth Bankatlal Badruka). Seth Ghasiram adopted his
uncle’s son, Seth Gopikishan Badruka (father of Seth Bankatlal Badruka), in 1809.

The family’s heir, Seth Bankatlal Badruka, was born in 1905 and was considered as a priceless
gem. He was sharp and intelligent from childhood, with great business acumen. Owing to his
extraordinary vision and foresight, he focused on establishing and promoting educational
institutions for the welfare of society. Thus, Badruka College of Commerce and Arts came into
existence on 2nd August 1950 to fulfill the aspirations of the people of Telangana. 

Through this unique act of establishing a college of commerce, Seth Bankatlal Badruka, not
only turned a new page in the field of education but also gave a lasting legacy in memory of
his father, Late Sri Gopikishan Badruka and his grandfather, Late Sri Ghasiram Badruka.

On 15th May 1966, Seth Raja Bankatlal Badruka passed away. He will always be remembered
for his unforgettable services in the fields of educational and healthcare. He was honoured
with the title of “Gram Ratan” (Jewel of the Village) by the people of Mithadi village for his
humanitarian works. Sri Badruka Ji is also known for his association with various
philanthropic organizations and  institutions.

(1928-2020)

Sri Hariprasad G. Badruka was a man with commitment, a great visionary and an able

administrator. He took over the responsibility of Seth Ghasiram Gopikishan Badruka

Educational Society (SGGBES) in the year 1966 and served as Secretary and Correspondent

for five decades (1966-2015). He was the Managing Trustee for Goshala Sri Venkateshwara

Gorakshini Trust in Dabilpur, Medchal for seven decades. 

Simplicity, commitment, hard work, faith in god, confidence in self, punctuality and

discipline defined Sri Hariprasad G. Badruka. Under his leadership strength of the

students increased in various disciplines.
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Badruka College of Commerce and Arts
(BCCA) made a humble beginning in Darul
Shifa (in the Old City) with a two-year
Intermediate course. Later, the institution
was upgraded to a degree college and
shifted its campus to the famous ‘Gadwal
Palace’ in Nampally. The college is now
located in the heart of Hyderabad, at
Kachiguda, which has rightly earned the
sobriquet ‘The City of Pearls’.

In 1950, our founder, Raja Bankatlal
Gopikishan Badruka, in memory of his
father, Late Shri Gopikishan Badruka, and
his grandfather, Late Shri Ghasiram
Badruka, along with Shri Pannalal Pitti, Shri
Ramkishan Doot, and a few leading
businessmen of Hyderabad, envisioned
establishing a commerce college. 

On 2nd August 1950, Shri M. K. Vellodi, I.C.S,
then Chancellor of Osmania University
formally inaugurated Badruka College of
Commerce and Arts, the first exclusive
institution for commerce students in
Hyderabad. Shri Nawab Jung Bahadur, then
Vice Chancellor of Osmania University
promptly affiliated the college with
Osmania University, making it the first
exclusive commerce college in Hyderabad
to such affiliation.

The college is well connected by rail and
road route to all parts of the city. Today, it
has become a byword for academic and
extracurricular achievements. It has long
been recognized as a premier institution of
higher learning. As a center for academic
excellence and achievement, it has emerged
as one of the finest institutions for
commerce education while also offering a
BBA program.
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In 1990, the college celebrated its Silver
Jubilee under the guidance of Late Sri
Hariprasad G. Badruka, then Chairman and
Hon. Secretary & Correspondent, who
played a vital role in the development of the
college through his dedication and
commitment. The Golden Jubilee
celebrations were held 2000, followed by
the Diamond Jubilee celebrations in 2010.
The college is now completed 75 years of its
fruitful existence and celebrated its
Platinum Jubilee under the guidance of
Hon. Secretary Sri Srikishan Badruka,
continuing its legacy of academic
distinction and instituitional progress.

It is both an honour and a privilege to present the Academic Report for the year 2025–2026.
The academic year commenced on 1st June 2025 with the allocation of subjects to faculty
members, preparation of the timetable, and other essential preparatory activities. Classes for
second- and third-year students began on 9th June 2025.

The admission counselling process was conducted from 30th April 2025, and admissions were
granted strictly on a merit basis in accordance with the rules and regulations of Osmania
University. During this academic year, a new section in B.Com. (Business Analytics) and a
new programme, B.Com. (Finance), were introduced, thereby expanding learning
opportunities and promoting comprehensive academic and professional development among
students.

Periodic academic meetings were conducted throughout the year to review syllabus coverage,
student attendance, teaching methodologies, assignments, and other academic matters. A key
initiative undertaken was the implementation of mandatory lesson plans for all faculty
members.

I
have watched them leave and return without being same. They call me constant but
could never realise what I have witnessed. 
I have seen mornings with frustration, students standing on the edges of the bus
having carried heavy bags, eyes fixed somewhere beyond the windshield. For you it
looks like an ordinary commute but I see a quiet departure – from comfort, from
familiarity, from version of self that felt safe. No announcement marks this voyage. No
ticket records it. Yet it all happens under me, all the same.
At the railway stations, I have learnt the language of goodbyes. Some were loud some
were unfinished and some were silent. One waves till train disappears and some turn
before it does. I see eyes filled with sorrow while others with an excitement for a new
journey being promises exchanged and borrowed courage. 



They think journey begins when train moves but I know it has already began when
fear decides not to win. 
I have watched children grow without noticing it themselves. Once a terrace echoed
with laughter and flying kites years later it holds silence and late night thoughts. The
kite is gone but the sky remains. Just like the growth, It doesn’t announce itself. It
simply happens, while people are busy living.
Occasionally, I watch journeys that take no longer than a thought. A girl sits by a
classroom window, pretending to listen while thinking of a different life. Her body
remains motionless, but her thoughts range further than she thinks. They
underestimate these journeys. They measure distance in kilometres. I measure it in
courage.
They hold me responsible for their sameness. “Nothing ever changes,” they say,
looking up for a brief moment before going back to their business as usual. I would
like to tell them how mistaken they are. I have watched the same people walk the
same roads with different souls. I have watched confidence replace doubt, silence
replace anger, patience replace fear. Familiar roads do not mean familiar souls.
Not all journeys that come under me are successful ones. Some go back with
disappointment. Some dreams are left unfinished. I have watched people come back
to where they started, thinking they failed. But I know something they don’t: no one
ever comes back unchanged. Even an experience changes a person. Even staying still
moves something inside.
In the evenings, I carry the stories that people do not share or post. Long walks to
calm their restless minds. Wiping away tears before reaching home. Making decisions
in solitude, without witnesses. These are the moments that do not feel significant
while they are unfolding. However, these are the moments that shift the course the
most. Under familiar skies, the most profound experiences are often the most unseen.
I have noticed that humans do not often look up unless they are lost, hopeful, or
afraid. Confidence keeps them looking ahead. It is uncertainty that brings them to
me. In those moments, they seek answers that I do not possess, but I provide
something else: Space. Space to pause. Space to breathe. Space to become.
Time moves differently from where I stand. Years become seconds. Children grow into
adults. Strangers become memories. The sky that they grow up under does not
change, but everything else does. They think that change needs distance. I have
learned that it needs awareness.
But then, sometimes, someone finally pauses and looks at me—not to escape, not to
question, but to understand. And in that moment, I see recognition. They understand
how far they have come, even if they never left. They understand that a journey
doesn’t always start with an arrival but sometimes with staying and growing.
Every day, people journey across familiar skies. Some travel across cities and borders.
Others process through fear, age, silence, and doubt. I am above them all, watching in
silence, carrying their stories without needing to be remembered.
And that is enough.

अपूर्ण चित्र सबसे ज़्यादा महत्वपूर्ण होते हैं, क्योंकि वे सीखने और आगे बढ़ने की कहानी बताते हैं।
कई कलाकारों के  लिए स्के चबुक एक निजी डायरी बन जाती है। यहाँ शब्दों की जगह भावनाएँ रेखाओं, शेडिंग
और आकृ तियों के  माध्यम से दर्ज होती हैं। खुशी, जिज्ञासा और प्रेरणा—सबको इन पन्नों में एक जगह मिल जाती
है।
एक स्के चबुक का असली रहस्य परफेक्ट �चत्र� म� नह� होता। यह उस साहस म� �छपा होता है जो हम� एक खाली
प�े से शुरुआत करने क� �हम्मत देता है, और उस खुशी म� जो रचनात्मकता को धीरे-धीरे खुलते हुए देखने म�
�मलती है। एक कलाकार के हाथ� म�, सबसे साधारण स्केचबुक भी कल्पना का अनमोल खज़ाना बन जाती है।

बोला – जानवी। वे हँसे। फिर मुझसे पूछा कि लगे क्या हुआ। छोटी की बात नहीं बन रही। मैंने मजबूरियत से माँ
के  चेहरे की ओर देखा और जब माँ ने कु छ न बोला तो मैंने मना न की और धीरे-धीरे दिया।

आज का नया भारत निरंतर प्रगति की राह पर अग्रसर है। लेकिन विडंबना यह है कि आज भी हमारे समाज में

रहे हैं। हमें इस संकु चित सोच को बदलना होगा। यदि हम बदलाव चाहते हैं, तो सबसे पहले हमें अपने देश पर

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आधुनिक दुनिया में युद्ध: कारण, प्रभाव और मानवता की
चुनौ�तयाँ

आज के  आधुनिक युग में विज्ञान और तकनीक ने भले ही अत्यधिक प्रगति कर ली हो, फिर भी दुनिया के  कई
हिस्सों में युद्ध और संघर्ष की स्थिति बनी हुई है। अंतरराष्ट्रीय राजनीति, क्षेत्रीय विवाद और सुरक्षा संबंधी चिंताओं
के  कारण देशों के  बीच तनाव अक्सर युद्ध का रूप ले लेता है। वर्तमान समय में जिन संघर्षों की सबसे अधिक
चर्चा हो रही है, उनमें रूस–यूक्रे न युद्ध और इज़राइल–हमास युद्ध प्रमुख हैं। इन संघर्षों ने न के वल संबंधित देशों
को बल्कि पूरे विश्व की राजनीति, अर्थव्यवस्था और समाज को प्रभावित किया है।
रूस और यूक्रे न के  बीच युद्ध फरवरी 2022 में शुरू हुआ, जब रूस ने यूक्रे न पर सैन्य आक्रमण किया। इस संघर्ष
के  पीछे  कई राजनीतिक और सुरक्षा से जुड़े कारण थे। रूस को यह आशंका थी कि यूक्रे न का पश्चिमी देशों और
नाटो के  साथ बढ़ता सहयोग उसकी सुरक्षा के  लिए खतरा बन सकता है। दूसरी ओर यूक्रे न अपने स्वतंत्र निर्णय
लेने और यूरोपीय देशों के  साथ मजबूत संबंध स्थापित करना चाहता था। इसी प्रकार मध्य-पूर्व में लंबे समय से
चल रहा विवाद 2023 में फिर उग्र हो गया, जब इज़राइल और हमास के  बीच हिंसक संघर्ष शुरू हुआ, जिससे
पूरे क्षेत्र में अस्थिरता बढ़ गई।
युद्ध के  सबसे गंभीर प्रभाव मानव जीवन पर पड़ते हैं। हजारों सैनिकों और निर्दोष नागरिकों की जान चली जाती
है और कई लोग घायल हो जाते हैं। युद्ध के  कारण शहरों, घरों, स्कू लों और अस्पतालों का भी भारी विनाश होता
है। इसके  साथ ही लाखों लोगों को अपने घर छोड़कर अन्य स्थानों या देशों में शरण लेनी पड़ती है, जिससे बड़ा
मानवीय संकट उत्पन्न हो जाता है।
युद्ध का प्रभाव के वल युद्धग्रस्त क्षेत्रों तक सीमित नहीं रहता, बल्कि पूरी दुनिया पर पड़ता है। जब बड़े देश युद्ध में
शामिल होते हैं, तो अंतरराष्ट्रीय व्यापार और वैश्विक अर्थव्यवस्था प्रभावित होती है। ऊर्जा संसाधनों और खाद्यान्न
की आपूर्ति बाधित होने से तेल, गैस और अनाज की कीमतें बढ़ जाती हैं। परिणामस्वरूप कई देशों में महंगाई
बढ़ती है और आम लोगों की आर्थिक स्थिति पर दबाव पड़ता है।
हालाँकि कु छ लोग यह भी मानते हैं कि युद्ध के  समय तकनीकी और वैज्ञानिक विकास तेज हो सकता है,
विशेषकर रक्षा और सुरक्षा के  क्षेत्र में। इसके  अलावा संकट के  समय कई देशों में राष्ट्रीय एकता और सामूहिक
भावना भी मजबूत हो जाती है। फिर भी, ये सीमित लाभ युद्ध से होने वाले व्यापक नुकसान की तुलना में बहुत
छोटे हैं।
अंततः यह स्पष्ट है �क युद्ध केवल �वनाश, पीड़ा और अ��रता को जन्म देता है। इस�लए आवश्यक है �क सभी
देश आपसी संवाद, कूटनी�त और सहयोग के माध्यम से अपने �ववाद� का समाधान कर�। केवल शां�त, समझदारी
और वै�श्वक सहयोग के �ारा ही दु�नया म� ��रता, �वकास और मानव कल्याण सु�न��त �कया जा सकता है।

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न्याय और असमानता : कानून के सामने सब बराबर?

किसी भी लोकतांत्रिक व्यवस्था की सबसे महत्वपूर्ण विशेषता यह होती है कि वहाँ कानून सबके  लिए समान होता
है। सिद्धांततः भारत में भी यही माना जाता है कि प्रत्येक नागरिक कानून की दृष्टि में बराबर है। हमारे देश में
कानूनों और नियमों की कोई कमी नहीं है। संविधान, न्यायपालिका और प्रशासनिक व्यवस्था समाज में न्याय और
व्यवस्था बनाए रखने के  लिए निरंतर कार्य करते हैं। फिर भी व्यवहारिक स्तर पर कई बार यह महसूस होता है कि
कानून का प्रभाव सभी वर्गों पर समान रूप से लागू नहीं हो पाता।
समाज में अक्सर यह धारणा बनती दिखाई देती है कि कानून गरीबों के  लिए कठोर और अमीरों के  लिए
अपेक्षाकृ त लचीला हो जाता है। आर्थिक और सामाजिक रूप से प्रभावशाली लोगों के  पास धन, संसाधन और
संबंधों की शक्ति होती है, जिसके  कारण वे कई बार कानूनी प्रक्रियाओं से आसानी से बच निकलते हैं। इसके
विपरीत, गरीब और कमजोर वर्ग के  लोगों के  पास न तो पर्याप्त आर्थिक साधन होते हैं और न ही कानूनी
सहायता प्राप्त करने की क्षमता। परिणामस्वरूप उन्हें न्याय पाने में अधिक कठिनाइयों का सामना करना पड़ता
है।
अक्सर देखा जाता है कि जब कोई प्रभावशाली व्यक्ति नियमों का उल्लंघन करता है, तो उसके  लिए दंड
अपेक्षाकृ त हल्का या औपचारिक रह जाता है। कई मामलों में वे अपने धन, प्रभाव और सामाजिक संपर्कों के
माध्यम से कानूनी कार्रवाई को प्रभावित करने की कोशिश करते हैं। दूसरी ओर, यदि कोई गरीब व्यक्ति किसी
छोटे से अपराध में भी पकड़ा जाता है, तो उसके  लिए न्याय की प्रक्रिया लंबी और कठिन हो जाती है। यह स्थिति
समाज में न्याय की समानता पर प्रश्नचिह्न खड़ा करती है।
यह समस्या के वल कानूनी व्यवस्था की नहीं, बल्कि सामाजिक और आर्थिक असमानता से भी जुड़ी हुई है। जब
समाज में संसाधनों का असमान वितरण होता है, तो उसका प्रभाव न्याय व्यवस्था पर भी दिखाई देने लगता है।
इसलिए आवश्यक है कि न्यायिक प्रक्रियाएँ अधिक पारदर्शी, सुलभ और प्रभावी बनाई जाएँ, ताकि हर व्यक्ति को
समान अवसर मिल सके ।

अंततः यह कहा जा सकता है �क एक स�े लोकतंत्र क� पहचान तभी संभव है, जब न्याय व्यव�ा वास्तव म�
�नष्पक्ष और समान हो। जब हर व्य��—चाहे वह अमीर हो या गरीब—कानून के सामने समान रूप से उत्तरदायी
होगा, तभी एक न्यायपूण� और संतु�लत समाज क� �ापना हो सकेगी।

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टैक्स और बजट : देश के �वकास का आधार

भारत जैसे बड़े और विविधतापूर्ण देश को सुचारु रूप से चलाने के  लिए सरकार को पर्याप्त आर्थिक संसाधनों की
आवश्यकता होती है। इन संसाधनों का मुख्य स्रोत जनता से प्राप्त होने वाला कर (टैक्स) है। नागरिकों द्वारा दिए
गए टैक्स के  माध्यम से ही सरकार विभिन्न योजनाओं और सार्वजनिक सेवाओं को संचालित करती है। यही
कारण है कि टैक्स और बजट किसी भी देश की आर्थिक व्यवस्था के  महत्वपूर्ण आधार माने जाते हैं।
भारत में हर वर्ष 1 फरवरी को संसद में देश का वार्षिक बजट प्रस्तुत किया जाता है। यह बजट लोकसभा में देश
के  वित्त मंत्री द्वारा पेश किया जाता है। बजट में यह निर्धारित किया जाता है कि सरकार आने वाले वर्ष में विभिन्न
क्षेत्रों—जैसे शिक्षा, स्वास्थ्य, रक्षा, कृ षि, आधारभूत संरचना और सामाजिक कल्याण—पर कितना खर्च करेगी।
इसके  साथ ही यह भी तय किया जाता है कि सरकार को कर और अन्य स्रोतों से कितना राजस्व प्राप्त होगा।
भारत का समाज मुख्य रूप से तीन वर्गों—उच्च वर्ग, मध्यम वर्ग और निम्न वर्ग—से मिलकर बना है। बजट
बनाते समय सरकार को इन सभी वर्गों की आवश्यकताओं और समस्याओं को ध्यान में रखना पड़ता है। विशेष
रूप से मध्यम वर्ग पर कर नीतियों का प्रभाव अधिक दिखाई देता है, क्योंकि यह वर्ग नियमित रूप से आयकर
और विभिन्न अप्रत्यक्ष करों का भुगतान करता है। जब करों में वृद्धि होती है, तो इसका सीधा प्रभाव आम लोगों
की आर्थिक स्थिति पर पड़ता है।
हालाँकि टैक्स का उद्देश्य के वल राजस्व जुटाना नहीं होता, बल्कि इसके  माध्यम से सरकार नागरिकों को बेहतर
सुविधाएँ भी उपलब्ध कराती है। कर से प्राप्त धन का उपयोग सड़कों, पुलों, विद्यालयों, अस्पतालों, बिजली, जल
आपूर्ति और अन्य सार्वजनिक सेवाओं के  विकास में किया जाता है। यदि इन संसाधनों का सही और पारदर्शी ढंग
से उपयोग किया जाए, तो देश के  विकास की गति और भी तेज हो सकती है।
कई बार यह देखा जाता है कि कु छ स्थानों पर लोग टैक्स तो देते हैं, लेकिन उन्हें अपेक्षित सुविधाएँ नहीं मिल
पातीं। ऐसी स्थिति में सरकार की जिम्मेदारी और भी बढ़ जाती है कि वह कर के  धन का सही और प्रभावी
उपयोग सुनिश्चित करे। पारदर्शिता, जवाबदेही और ईमानदारी के  साथ किए गए कार्य ही जनता का विश्वास
मजबूत कर सकते हैं।
अंततः यह कहा जा सकता है �क टैक्स और बजट �कसी भी देश क� आ�थ�क प्रग�त के प्रमुख साधन ह�। य�द
सरकार जनता से प्राप्त कर का उपयोग ईमानदारी और दूरद�श�ता के साथ करे, तो देश म� बेहतर �शक्षा, स्वास्थ्य
सेवाए ँऔर आधारभूत सु�वधाए ँ �वक�सत हो सकती ह�। इससे न केवल देश का समग्र �वकास होगा, ब�ल्क

जीवन में सफलता के वल प्रतिभा से नहीं, बल्कि दृढ़ संकल्प, परिश्रम और आत्मविश्वास से प्राप्त होती है। अनेक

परीक्षा पास कर पाएगा।
बारहवीं के  बाद उसने अपनी बहन के  साथ NEET की तैयारी शुरू की। सही मार्गदर्शन के  अभाव में पहले
प्रयास में दोनों असफल हो गए। यह समय उनके  लिए कठिन था, लेकिन उन्होंने हार नहीं मानी। दोनों ने दिन-रात
मेहनत की और कई बार चौदह घंटे से अधिक पढ़ाई की। दूसरे प्रयास में उसकी बहन का चयन हो गया, लेकिन
लड़का फिर भी सफल नहीं हो पाया। इसके  बावजूद उसने अपने सपने को नहीं छोड़ा।
उसने और अधिक मेहनत के  साथ तैयारी जारी रखी और तीसरी बार परीक्षा दी। इस बार उसकी मेहनत रंग लाई
और उसका चयन महेश्वर मेडिकल कॉलेज में MBBS के  लिए हो गया। उसकी रैंक हैदराबाद में 500 के  भीतर
थी। उसने 5.5 वर्षों में अपनी MBBS की पढ़ाई कई विषयों में विशिष्टता (डिस्टिंक्शन) के  साथ सफलतापूर्वक
पूरी की।

आज के  दौर में एक औसत कॉलेज छात्र की दिनचर्या सिर्फ  लेक्चर अटेंड करने और लाइब्रेरी में बैठने तक
सीमित नहीं रह गई है। अगर आप कैं पस के  बाहर किसी छात्र को ज़ोमैटो का बैग टांगे, ओला-उबर चलाते या
लैपटॉप पर रात भर 'फ्रीलांसिंग' करते देखें, तो चौंकिएगा मत। यह 2026 के  'गिग इकोनॉमी' (Gig
Economy) वाले छात्र हैं, जो पढ़ाई और पार्ट-टाइम काम के  बीच एक बारीक संतुलन बनाने की कोशिश कर
रहे हैं।
बढ़ती महंगाई और मजबूरी
इस लेख का मुख्य कारण है—आसमान छू ती महंगाई। हॉस्टल की फीस, किताबों के  बढ़ते दाम और बाहर खाने
का खर्च अब माता-पिता की पॉके ट मनी से पूरा नहीं हो पा रहा है। ऐसे में 'गिग वर्क ' यानी फ्रीलांस काम एक
वरदान बनकर उभरा है। यहाँ कोई बॉस नहीं है और न ही ऑफिस जाने का तय समय। जब क्लास खत्म हुई, ऐप
ऑन किया और काम शुरू।
काम के  विविध रूप
सिर्फ  डिलीवरी ही नहीं, छात्र अब अपनी स्किल्स का भी सौदा कर रहे हैं।
माइक्रो-टास्किंग: छोटे-छोटे ऑनलाइन सर्वे या डेटा एंट्री।
कं टेंट क्रिएशन: सोशल मीडिया मैनेज करना या वीडियो एडिटिंग।
ट्यूशन और डिलीवरी: पढ़ाई के  बीच में 3-4 घंटे निकालकर अर्निंग करना।
चुनौतियां: नींद, ग्रेड्स और मानसिक तनाव
लेकिन यह राह इतनी आसान नहीं है। दिन भर कॉलेज और शाम को 4-5 घंटे की डिलीवरी या फ्रीलांसिंग के
बाद, पढ़ाई के  लिए ऊर्जा बचाना एक बड़ी चुनौती है। कई छात्रों का कहना है कि काम के  दबाव में उनके
असाइनमेंट पीछे  छू ट जाते हैं और नींद की कमी की वजह से क्लास में ध्यान लगाना मुश्किल हो जाता है। "पैसा
तो आ रहा है, लेकिन क्या हम अपनी डिग्री के  साथ समझौता कर रहे हैं?"—यह एक गंभीर सवाल है।
सीख और भविष्य
हालांकि, इस अनुभव के  अपने फायदे भी हैं। छात्र कम उम्र में ही 'मनी मैनेजमेंट' और 'टाइम मैनेजमेंट' सीख रहे
हैं। वे समझ रहे हैं कि पैसा कमाना कितना कठिन है और मार्के ट में किस स्किल की डिमांड है।
निष्कर्ष
'गिग इकोनॉमी' ने छात्र� को आत्म�नभ�र तो बनाया है, ले�कन कॉलेज प्रशासन और सरकार को भी यह सोचने क�
जरूरत है �क �श�ा इतनी महंगी क्य� होती जा रही है �क एक छात्र को अपनी पढ़ाई क� क�मत अपनी न�द और
सेहत से चुकानी पड़ रही है। य�द आप भी एक '�गग स्टूड�ट' ह�, तो याद रख�—काम जरूरी है, ले�कन आपक�
प्राथ�मकता हमेशा आपक� �श�ा होनी चा�हए।

	"एक स्केचबुक केवल कागज़ नहीं होती; यह वह जगह है जहाँ कल्पना साँस लेना सीखती है।" एक स्केचबुक देखने में भले ही खाली पन्नों का साधारण संग्रह लगे, लेकिन एक कलाकार के लिए इसमें पूरी एक दुनिया बसती है। हर पन्ना कल्पना, अभ्यास, गलतियों और सुधार की एक शांत कहानी कहता है। यह वह जगह है जहाँ विचार जन्म लेते हैं, उससे पहले कि वे वास्तविक कला का रूप लें। जब कोई कलाकार अपनी स्केचबुक खोलता है, तो खाली पन्ना शुरू में थोड़ा डराने वाला लग सकता है। लेकिन जैसे ही पेंसिल की पहली रेखा खिंचती है, पन्ना धीरे-धीरे जीवंत होने लगता है। छोटी-छोटी रेखाएँ आकार लेने लगती हैं, और वे आकार भावनाओं, दृश्यों और पात्रों में बदल जाते हैं। इस तरह एक स्केचबुक कलाकार की रचनात्मक यात्रा की मौन साक्षी बन जाती है। स्केचबुक प्रयोग करने की एक सुरक्षित जगह भी होती है। हर चित्र का परफेक्ट होना ज़रूरी नहीं है। कुछ स्केच अधूरे होते हैं, कुछ में गलतियाँ होती हैं, और कुछ केवल जल्दी में बनाए गए विचार होते हैं। लेकिन अक्सर यही अपूर्ण चित्र सबसे ज़्यादा महत्वपूर्ण होते हैं, क्योंकि वे सीखने और आगे बढ़ने की कहानी बताते हैं। कई कलाकारों के लिए स्केचबुक एक निजी डायरी बन जाती है। यहाँ शब्दों की जगह भावनाएँ रेखाओं, शेडिंग और आकृतियों के माध्यम से दर्ज होती हैं। खुशी, जिज्ञासा और प्रेरणा—सबको इन पन्नों में एक जगह मिल जाती है। एक स्केचबुक का असली रहस्य परफेक्ट चित्रों में नहीं होता। यह उस साहस में छिपा होता है जो हमें एक खाली पन्ने से शुरुआत करने की हिम्मत देता है, और उस खुशी में जो रचनात्मकता को धीरे-धीरे खुलते हुए देखने में मिलती है। एक कलाकार के हाथों में, सबसे साधारण स्केचबुक भी कल्पना का अनमोल खज़ाना बन जाती है। शायद स्केचबुक की असली खूबसूरती परफेक्ट चित्रों में नहीं, बल्कि उस साहस में है जो एक अकेली रेखा से शुरुआत करने में होता है।

	आधुनिक दुनिया में युद्ध: कारण, प्रभाव और मानवता की चुनौतियाँ
	आज के आधुनिक युग में विज्ञान और तकनीक ने भले ही अत्यधिक प्रगति कर ली हो, फिर भी दुनिया के कई हिस्सों में युद्ध और संघर्ष की स्थिति बनी हुई है। अंतरराष्ट्रीय राजनीति, क्षेत्रीय विवाद और सुरक्षा संबंधी चिंताओं के कारण देशों के बीच तनाव अक्सर युद्ध का रूप ले लेता है। वर्तमान समय में जिन संघर्षों की सबसे अधिक चर्चा हो रही है, उनमें रूस–यूक्रेन युद्ध और इज़राइल–हमास युद्ध प्रमुख हैं। इन संघर्षों ने न केवल संबंधित देशों को बल्कि पूरे विश्व की राजनीति, अर्थव्यवस्था और समाज को प्रभावित किया है। रूस और यूक्रेन के बीच युद्ध फरवरी 2022 में शुरू हुआ, जब रूस ने यूक्रेन पर सैन्य आक्रमण किया। इस संघर्ष के पीछे कई राजनीतिक और सुरक्षा से जुड़े कारण थे। रूस को यह आशंका थी कि यूक्रेन का पश्चिमी देशों और नाटो के साथ बढ़ता सहयोग उसकी सुरक्षा के लिए खतरा बन सकता है। दूसरी ओर यूक्रेन अपने स्वतंत्र निर्णय लेने और यूरोपीय देशों के साथ मजबूत संबंध स्थापित करना चाहता था। इसी प्रकार मध्य-पूर्व में लंबे समय से चल रहा विवाद 2023 में फिर उग्र हो गया, जब इज़राइल और हमास के बीच हिंसक संघर्ष शुरू हुआ, जिससे पूरे क्षेत्र में अस्थिरता बढ़ गई। युद्ध के सबसे गंभीर प्रभाव मानव जीवन पर पड़ते हैं। हजारों सैनिकों और निर्दोष नागरिकों की जान चली जाती है और कई लोग घायल हो जाते हैं। युद्ध के कारण शहरों, घरों, स्कूलों और अस्पतालों का भी भारी विनाश होता है। इसके साथ ही लाखों लोगों को अपने घर छोड़कर अन्य स्थानों या देशों में शरण लेनी पड़ती है, जिससे बड़ा मानवीय संकट उत्पन्न हो जाता है। युद्ध का प्रभाव केवल युद्धग्रस्त क्षेत्रों तक सीमित नहीं रहता, बल्कि पूरी दुनिया पर पड़ता है। जब बड़े देश युद्ध में शामिल होते हैं, तो अंतरराष्ट्रीय व्यापार और वैश्विक अर्थव्यवस्था प्रभावित होती है। ऊर्जा संसाधनों और खाद्यान्न की आपूर्ति बाधित होने से तेल, गैस और अनाज की कीमतें बढ़ जाती हैं। परिणामस्वरूप कई देशों में महंगाई बढ़ती है और आम लोगों की आर्थिक स्थिति पर दबाव पड़ता है। हालाँकि कुछ लोग यह भी मानते हैं कि युद्ध के समय तकनीकी और वैज्ञानिक विकास तेज हो सकता है, विशेषकर रक्षा और सुरक्षा के क्षेत्र में। इसके अलावा संकट के समय कई देशों में राष्ट्रीय एकता और सामूहिक भावना भी मजबूत हो जाती है। फिर भी, ये सीमित लाभ युद्ध से होने वाले व्यापक नुकसान की तुलना में बहुत छोटे हैं। अंततः यह स्पष्ट है कि युद्ध केवल विनाश, पीड़ा और अस्थिरता को जन्म देता है। इसलिए आवश्यक है कि सभी देश आपसी संवाद, कूटनीति और सहयोग के माध्यम से अपने विवादों का समाधान करें। केवल शांति, समझदारी और वैश्विक सहयोग के द्वारा ही दुनिया में स्थिरता, विकास और मानव कल्याण सुनिश्चित किया जा सकता है।
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	न्याय और असमानता : कानून के सामने सब बराबर?
	किसी भी लोकतांत्रिक व्यवस्था की सबसे महत्वपूर्ण विशेषता यह होती है कि वहाँ कानून सबके लिए समान होता है। सिद्धांततः भारत में भी यही माना जाता है कि प्रत्येक नागरिक कानून की दृष्टि में बराबर है। हमारे देश में कानूनों और नियमों की कोई कमी नहीं है। संविधान, न्यायपालिका और प्रशासनिक व्यवस्था समाज में न्याय और व्यवस्था बनाए रखने के लिए निरंतर कार्य करते हैं। फिर भी व्यवहारिक स्तर पर कई बार यह महसूस होता है कि कानून का प्रभाव सभी वर्गों पर समान रूप से लागू नहीं हो पाता। समाज में अक्सर यह धारणा बनती दिखाई देती है कि कानून गरीबों के लिए कठोर और अमीरों के लिए अपेक्षाकृत लचीला हो जाता है। आर्थिक और सामाजिक रूप से प्रभावशाली लोगों के पास धन, संसाधन और संबंधों की शक्ति होती है, जिसके कारण वे कई बार कानूनी प्रक्रियाओं से आसानी से बच निकलते हैं। इसके विपरीत, गरीब और कमजोर वर्ग के लोगों के पास न तो पर्याप्त आर्थिक साधन होते हैं और न ही कानूनी सहायता प्राप्त करने की क्षमता। परिणामस्वरूप उन्हें न्याय पाने में अधिक कठिनाइयों का सामना करना पड़ता है। अक्सर देखा जाता है कि जब कोई प्रभावशाली व्यक्ति नियमों का उल्लंघन करता है, तो उसके लिए दंड अपेक्षाकृत हल्का या औपचारिक रह जाता है। कई मामलों में वे अपने धन, प्रभाव और सामाजिक संपर्कों के माध्यम से कानूनी कार्रवाई को प्रभावित करने की कोशिश करते हैं। दूसरी ओर, यदि कोई गरीब व्यक्ति किसी छोटे से अपराध में भी पकड़ा जाता है, तो उसके लिए न्याय की प्रक्रिया लंबी और कठिन हो जाती है। यह स्थिति समाज में न्याय की समानता पर प्रश्नचिह्न खड़ा करती है। यह समस्या केवल कानूनी व्यवस्था की नहीं, बल्कि सामाजिक और आर्थिक असमानता से भी जुड़ी हुई है। जब समाज में संसाधनों का असमान वितरण होता है, तो उसका प्रभाव न्याय व्यवस्था पर भी दिखाई देने लगता है। इसलिए आवश्यक है कि न्यायिक प्रक्रियाएँ अधिक पारदर्शी, सुलभ और प्रभावी बनाई जाएँ, ताकि हर व्यक्ति को समान अवसर मिल सके। न्याय व्यवस्था का मूल उद्देश्य समाज में निष्पक्षता, समानता और उत्तरदायित्व स्थापित करना होता है। यदि कानून का पालन सभी नागरिकों पर समान रूप से लागू हो और अपराध के आधार पर ही दंड निर्धारित किया जाए, तो समाज में विश्वास और स्थिरता बनी रहती है। इसके लिए न्यायिक संस्थाओं को मजबूत बनाने के साथ-साथ समाज में नैतिकता और जिम्मेदारी की भावना को भी विकसित करना आवश्यक है। अंततः यह कहा जा सकता है कि एक सच्चे लोकतंत्र की पहचान तभी संभव है, जब न्याय व्यवस्था वास्तव में निष्पक्ष और समान हो। जब हर व्यक्ति—चाहे वह अमीर हो या गरीब—कानून के सामने समान रूप से उत्तरदायी होगा, तभी एक न्यायपूर्ण और संतुलित समाज की स्थापना हो सकेगी।

	सन्नाटे का संघर्ष
	कुछ वर्ष पहले ऐसा समय आया था, जब पूरी दुनिया मानो अचानक ठहर-सी गई थी। एक रहस्यमयी और खतरनाक बीमारी ने विश्व के लगभग हर देश को अपनी चपेट में ले लिया था। यह बीमारी थी कोविड-19, जिसने लोगों के जीवन की गति को पूरी तरह बदल दिया। इस महामारी के कारण कई देशों में सख्त प्रतिबंध लगाए गए और लोगों को अपने घरों में ही रहने के लिए मजबूर होना पड़ा। इस स्थिति को नियंत्रित करने के लिए सरकारों ने लॉकडाउन जैसे कदम उठाए। चारों ओर भय, अनिश्चितता और गहरा सन्नाटा छा गया था। इसी कठिन समय में एक छोटा-सा बच्चा भी अपने घर के एक कमरे में सीमित रहने को विवश था। वह स्वयं भी बीमार था, इसलिए बाहर जाकर खेलना या अपने मित्रों से मिलना उसके लिए संभव नहीं था। शुरुआत में उसे यह स्थिति बहुत कठिन लगी। खुले मैदान में खेलने वाला बच्चा अचानक चार दीवारों के भीतर कैद-सा हो गया था। लेकिन धीरे-धीरे उसने परिस्थिति को समझना और स्वीकार करना सीख लिया। उस बच्चे के मन में यह विश्वास था कि किसी भी संकट से लड़ने के लिए ज्ञान और जागरूकता सबसे शक्तिशाली साधन होते हैं। उसने निश्चय किया कि वह अपने सीमित साधनों के बावजूद समाज के लिए कुछ उपयोगी कार्य करेगा। उसने अपने आस-पास के लोगों और बच्चों को स्वच्छता और स्वास्थ्य के महत्व के बारे में समझाना शुरू किया। वह सभी को बार-बार यह बताता कि हमें नियमित रूप से हाथ धोना चाहिए, स्वच्छता बनाए रखनी चाहिए और बीमार लोगों की सहायता करनी चाहिए। वह अपने परिवार और पड़ोस के लोगों को सावधान रहने के लिए प्रेरित करता था। धीरे-धीरे उसकी बातें लोगों के मन तक पहुँचने लगीं। उसके छोटे-छोटे प्रयासों ने कई लोगों को जागरूक किया और कठिन समय में उन्हें साहस भी दिया। समय बीतने के साथ वह बच्चा भी पूरी तरह स्वस्थ हो गया। हालांकि उस कठिन दौर की यादें उसके मन में हमेशा के लिए बस गईं। उस अनुभव ने उसे यह सिखाया कि जीवन में आने वाली विपरीत परिस्थितियाँ हमें कमजोर करने के लिए नहीं, बल्कि हमें और अधिक मजबूत बनाने के लिए आती हैं। अंततः यह कहा जा सकता है कि उस छोटे से बच्चे की सकारात्मक सोच, धैर्य और समाज के प्रति जिम्मेदारी ने यह सिद्ध कर दिया कि यदि हमारे इरादे दृढ़ हों, तो हम सबसे कठिन परिस्थितियों में भी आशा और परिवर्तन की नई राह बना सकते हैं। ऐसी प्रेरणादायक सोच ही समाज को आगे बढ़ाने की सच्ची शक्ति है।
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	टैक्स और बजट : देश के विकास का आधार
	भारत जैसे बड़े और विविधतापूर्ण देश को सुचारु रूप से चलाने के लिए सरकार को पर्याप्त आर्थिक संसाधनों की आवश्यकता होती है। इन संसाधनों का मुख्य स्रोत जनता से प्राप्त होने वाला कर (टैक्स) है। नागरिकों द्वारा दिए गए टैक्स के माध्यम से ही सरकार विभिन्न योजनाओं और सार्वजनिक सेवाओं को संचालित करती है। यही कारण है कि टैक्स और बजट किसी भी देश की आर्थिक व्यवस्था के महत्वपूर्ण आधार माने जाते हैं। भारत में हर वर्ष 1 फरवरी को संसद में देश का वार्षिक बजट प्रस्तुत किया जाता है। यह बजट लोकसभा में देश के वित्त मंत्री द्वारा पेश किया जाता है। बजट में यह निर्धारित किया जाता है कि सरकार आने वाले वर्ष में विभिन्न क्षेत्रों—जैसे शिक्षा, स्वास्थ्य, रक्षा, कृषि, आधारभूत संरचना और सामाजिक कल्याण—पर कितना खर्च करेगी। इसके साथ ही यह भी तय किया जाता है कि सरकार को कर और अन्य स्रोतों से कितना राजस्व प्राप्त होगा। भारत का समाज मुख्य रूप से तीन वर्गों—उच्च वर्ग, मध्यम वर्ग और निम्न वर्ग—से मिलकर बना है। बजट बनाते समय सरकार को इन सभी वर्गों की आवश्यकताओं और समस्याओं को ध्यान में रखना पड़ता है। विशेष रूप से मध्यम वर्ग पर कर नीतियों का प्रभाव अधिक दिखाई देता है, क्योंकि यह वर्ग नियमित रूप से आयकर और विभिन्न अप्रत्यक्ष करों का भुगतान करता है। जब करों में वृद्धि होती है, तो इसका सीधा प्रभाव आम लोगों की आर्थिक स्थिति पर पड़ता है। हालाँकि टैक्स का उद्देश्य केवल राजस्व जुटाना नहीं होता, बल्कि इसके माध्यम से सरकार नागरिकों को बेहतर सुविधाएँ भी उपलब्ध कराती है। कर से प्राप्त धन का उपयोग सड़कों, पुलों, विद्यालयों, अस्पतालों, बिजली, जल आपूर्ति और अन्य सार्वजनिक सेवाओं के विकास में किया जाता है। यदि इन संसाधनों का सही और पारदर्शी ढंग से उपयोग किया जाए, तो देश के विकास की गति और भी तेज हो सकती है। कई बार यह देखा जाता है कि कुछ स्थानों पर लोग टैक्स तो देते हैं, लेकिन उन्हें अपेक्षित सुविधाएँ नहीं मिल पातीं। ऐसी स्थिति में सरकार की जिम्मेदारी और भी बढ़ जाती है कि वह कर के धन का सही और प्रभावी उपयोग सुनिश्चित करे। पारदर्शिता, जवाबदेही और ईमानदारी के साथ किए गए कार्य ही जनता का विश्वास मजबूत कर सकते हैं। अंततः यह कहा जा सकता है कि टैक्स और बजट किसी भी देश की आर्थिक प्रगति के प्रमुख साधन हैं। यदि सरकार जनता से प्राप्त कर का उपयोग ईमानदारी और दूरदर्शिता के साथ करे, तो देश में बेहतर शिक्षा, स्वास्थ्य सेवाएँ और आधारभूत सुविधाएँ विकसित हो सकती हैं। इससे न केवल देश का समग्र विकास होगा, बल्कि नागरिकों का जीवन स्तर भी बेहतर बनेगा।

	जीवन में सफलता केवल प्रतिभा से नहीं, बल्कि दृढ़ संकल्प, परिश्रम और आत्मविश्वास से प्राप्त होती है। अनेक बार परिस्थितियाँ और लोगों की नकारात्मक सोच व्यक्ति को हतोत्साहित करती हैं, परंतु जो व्यक्ति अपने लक्ष्य के प्रति अडिग रहता है, वही अंततः सफलता प्राप्त करता है। ऐसी ही प्रेरणादायक कहानी एक ऐसे लड़के की है, जिसने कठिन परिस्थितियों और निरंतर उपेक्षा के बावजूद अपने सपनों को साकार कर दिखाया। यह लड़का एक मध्यमवर्गीय परिवार में जन्मा था। उसके पिता सेना में कार्यरत थे और उसकी माँ एक गृहिणी थीं। परिवार में उसकी एक बड़ी बहन और एक छोटा भाई भी था। बचपन से ही उसकी बहन पढ़ाई में अत्यंत प्रतिभाशाली थी, जबकि वह पढ़ाई में कमजोर माना जाता था। यही कारण था कि परिवार, शिक्षक और रिश्तेदार अक्सर उसकी तुलना उसकी बहन से करते थे। एक दिन उसके पिता ने दोनों बच्चों से उनके जीवन के लक्ष्य के बारे में पूछा। उसकी बहन ने आत्मविश्वास के साथ कहा कि वह एक डॉक्टर बनकर देश की सेवा करना चाहती है। लड़के ने भी वही सपना व्यक्त किया, लेकिन उसकी बात को उतनी गंभीरता से नहीं लिया गया। सबको लगता था कि पढ़ाई में कमजोर होने के कारण वह यह लक्ष्य कभी प्राप्त नहीं कर पाएगा। प्राथमिक विद्यालय से लेकर वरिष्ठ माध्यमिक शिक्षा तक उसे अक्सर तानों और उपहास का सामना करना पड़ा। शिक्षक, मित्र और रिश्तेदार कहते थे कि वह पढ़ाई में कमजोर है और उसका सपना केवल एक कल्पना है। लेकिन इन सबके बावजूद उसने हार नहीं मानी। ग्यारहवीं और बारहवीं कक्षा में उसने कड़ी मेहनत की और 90 प्रतिशत से अधिक अंक प्राप्त किए। इसके बाद भी अधिकांश लोगों को विश्वास नहीं था कि वह मेडिकल प्रवेश परीक्षा पास कर पाएगा। बारहवीं के बाद उसने अपनी बहन के साथ NEET की तैयारी शुरू की। सही मार्गदर्शन के अभाव में पहले प्रयास में दोनों असफल हो गए। यह समय उनके लिए कठिन था, लेकिन उन्होंने हार नहीं मानी। दोनों ने दिन-रात मेहनत की और कई बार चौदह घंटे से अधिक पढ़ाई की। दूसरे प्रयास में उसकी बहन का चयन हो गया, लेकिन लड़का फिर भी सफल नहीं हो पाया। इसके बावजूद उसने अपने सपने को नहीं छोड़ा। उसने और अधिक मेहनत के साथ तैयारी जारी रखी और तीसरी बार परीक्षा दी। इस बार उसकी मेहनत रंग लाई और उसका चयन महेश्वर मेडिकल कॉलेज में MBBS के लिए हो गया। उसकी रैंक हैदराबाद में 500 के भीतर थी। उसने 5.5 वर्षों में अपनी MBBS की पढ़ाई कई विषयों में विशिष्टता (डिस्टिंक्शन) के साथ सफलतापूर्वक पूरी की। इसके बाद उसने अपने लिए एक और बड़ा लक्ष्य निर्धारित किया—अखिल भारतीय आयुर्विज्ञान संस्थान में स्नातकोत्तर अध्ययन करना। उसने पूरी लगन से तैयारी की और 2024 में अपनी पहली PG परीक्षा दी, परंतु इस बार भी सफलता नहीं मिली। फिर भी उसने धैर्य नहीं खोया और पुनः प्रयास किया। अंततः INI-CET के दूसरे प्रयास में उसने ऑल इंडिया रैंक 216 प्राप्त की और AIIMS भोपाल में उसका चयन हो गया। उसने एनाटॉमी विषय को चुना, ताकि वह आने वाले छात्रों को शिक्षित कर सके और उन्हें उत्कृष्ट डॉक्टर बनने में मार्गदर्शन दे सके। यह कहानी उस लड़के की है जिसे जीवन के हर मोड़ पर कम आंका गया, उपेक्षित किया गया और जिसका मनोबल गिराने की कोशिश की गई। लेकिन उसने अपनी मेहनत, धैर्य और अटूट विश्वास के बल पर सभी को गलत साबित कर दिया। उसकी सफलता यह सिखाती है कि यदि व्यक्ति अपने लक्ष्य के प्रति समर्पित रहे, तो कोई भी कठिनाई उसे आगे बढ़ने से रोक नहीं सकती। निस्संदेह, यह कहानी हमें यह प्रेरणा देती है कि जीवन में असफलता अंत नहीं होती, बल्कि सफलता की ओर बढ़ने का एक नया अवसर होती है।

	शीर्षक: डिग्री के साथ डिलीवरी: क्या 'गिग इकोनॉमी' बन रही है छात्रों का नया सहारा?
	प्रस्तावना आज के दौर में एक औसत कॉलेज छात्र की दिनचर्या सिर्फ लेक्चर अटेंड करने और लाइब्रेरी में बैठने तक सीमित नहीं रह गई है। अगर आप कैंपस के बाहर किसी छात्र को ज़ोमैटो का बैग टांगे, ओला-उबर चलाते या लैपटॉप पर रात भर 'फ्रीलांसिंग' करते देखें, तो चौंकिएगा मत। यह 2026 के 'गिग इकोनॉमी' (Gig Economy) वाले छात्र हैं, जो पढ़ाई और पार्ट-टाइम काम के बीच एक बारीक संतुलन बनाने की कोशिश कर रहे हैं। बढ़ती महंगाई और मजबूरी इस लेख का मुख्य कारण है—आसमान छूती महंगाई। हॉस्टल की फीस, किताबों के बढ़ते दाम और बाहर खाने का खर्च अब माता-पिता की पॉकेट मनी से पूरा नहीं हो पा रहा है। ऐसे में 'गिग वर्क' यानी फ्रीलांस काम एक वरदान बनकर उभरा है। यहाँ कोई बॉस नहीं है और न ही ऑफिस जाने का तय समय। जब क्लास खत्म हुई, ऐप ऑन किया और काम शुरू। काम के विविध रूप सिर्फ डिलीवरी ही नहीं, छात्र अब अपनी स्किल्स का भी सौदा कर रहे हैं। माइक्रो-टास्किंग: छोटे-छोटे ऑनलाइन सर्वे या डेटा एंट्री। कंटेंट क्रिएशन: सोशल मीडिया मैनेज करना या वीडियो एडिटिंग। ट्यूशन और डिलीवरी: पढ़ाई के बीच में 3-4 घंटे निकालकर अर्निंग करना। चुनौतियां: नींद, ग्रेड्स और मानसिक तनाव लेकिन यह राह इतनी आसान नहीं है। दिन भर कॉलेज और शाम को 4-5 घंटे की डिलीवरी या फ्रीलांसिंग के बाद, पढ़ाई के लिए ऊर्जा बचाना एक बड़ी चुनौती है। कई छात्रों का कहना है कि काम के दबाव में उनके असाइनमेंट पीछे छूट जाते हैं और नींद की कमी की वजह से क्लास में ध्यान लगाना मुश्किल हो जाता है। "पैसा तो आ रहा है, लेकिन क्या हम अपनी डिग्री के साथ समझौता कर रहे हैं?"—यह एक गंभीर सवाल है। सीख और भविष्य हालांकि, इस अनुभव के अपने फायदे भी हैं। छात्र कम उम्र में ही 'मनी मैनेजमेंट' और 'टाइम मैनेजमेंट' सीख रहे हैं। वे समझ रहे हैं कि पैसा कमाना कितना कठिन है और मार्केट में किस स्किल की डिमांड है। निष्कर्ष 'गिग इकोनॉमी' ने छात्रों को आत्मनिर्भर तो बनाया है, लेकिन कॉलेज प्रशासन और सरकार को भी यह सोचने की जरूरत है कि शिक्षा इतनी महंगी क्यों होती जा रही है कि एक छात्र को अपनी पढ़ाई की कीमत अपनी नींद और सेहत से चुकानी पड़ रही है। यदि आप भी एक 'गिग स्टूडेंट' हैं, तो याद रखें—काम जरूरी है, लेकिन आपकी प्राथमिकता हमेशा आपकी शिक्षा होनी चाहिए।
